
Dallas Montage Instructions and Order Form

How to prepare your Photo Montage:

Generally, the more preparation, the better the project.

1. Assemble ALL of your photos you plan to include

2. Decide how many songs you want to use (photos typically display for 5 seconds

each, so approximately 1 song for every 40 photos should be enough music)

3. Decide how you want your project to be structured

4. Separate the photos into groups according to the desired song assigned to them

For Example

- Group 1:  Bride photos birth to current

- Group 2:  Groom photos birth to current

- Group 3:  Bride and Groom together from meeting to current

- 

A song with its timing is assigned to each section

Group1 - My Girl (3 minutes 10 seconds)
3 min 10 seconds = 190 seconds divided by 5 secs per photo = 38 photos (max)

Group2 -  Born in the USA (3 minutes 30 seconds)
3 min 30 seconds = 210 seconds divided by 5 secs per photo = 42 photos (max)

Group3 - How Could I Live�  (4 minutes 15 seconds)
4 min 15 seconds = 255 seconds divided by 5 secs per photo = 51 photos (max)

If you do not have enough photos to fill the whole song, you have options.

Option 1:  Display each photo 5 seconds and then fade the music at the end of the last

photo for that section.
3 minutes 10 second song with 20 photos.  Play each photo 5 seconds and as the last photo ends,

fade the music out at 1 minute 40 secs.

Option 2:  Increase the length of each photo enough to fill the whole song.  Please note

that if the photo is displayed too long, it could make the presentation too long and slow.
3 minutes 30 seconds song = 210 total secs divided by 7 secs each = 30 photos to fill the song.

Option 3: Start the music in the middle of the song at a key lyric or beat and fade out the

music at the end of the last photo
Start the song Born in the USA 34 secs in on the first chorus (skipping the opening music)

Option 4: Anything else you can imagine and explain to us!



Photos

1. Number the photographs from #1 to whatever the last photo indicates.  DO NOT

number with a felt tip marker or ball point as it may permanently damage the

photos.  Use pencil on the back, removable stickers, or post-its.

2. If the photos are already in digital format, please name the file as a number (ie

1photo.jpg, 2photo.jpg etc.)

3. For each section, fill in the blanks on the order form to indicate the 1
st
 and last

photo in that group.

4. The photos will appear for 5 seconds each (unless otherwise indicated)

5. If there is someone that needs to be omitted from the photo, cover that portion

with a post-it and indicate this on the order form, and they will be cropped out

when scanned.

6. Horizontal photos work best, and in the instance of a vertical portrait photos, a

black border will be applied so the entire photo can be seen.

Music

1. Indicate in each Title, Artist, and length to be used.

2. We will do our best to find the music that you have selected, but in some cases of

rare music, we may ask that you provide us with the CD.

3. Take care when selecting and organizing your music choices, as it serves as the

backbone foundation for your program, and is very important in setting the

desired mood.

Titles

1. Indicate all info in each section regarding content, color, and placement.

2. Our custom titles can be any color letter over any color background

3. We recommend avoiding RED as it loses the most quality during the DVD

conversion process.

4. Do not put too much information on a title or the letters will be too small to read.

5. If you want music playing during the title (highly suggested), please factor this

into the timing, or indicate that you wish it to be silent

6. Please print clearly and double-check all spelling.

Shipping

1. Print out the order form(s) and fill out the order form to the best of your ability. If you

have no preference, please just write �no preference� in that space.

2. Package photos carefully and ship or drop off photos, order form and deposit check to:

3. When I have received the photos, I will send you an email verifying receipt

4.   If it is not a rush order, I will post a low-resolution version of the montage on the web

for you to preview and proof.  If no corrections are needed, I will ship your photos and

the DVD copies back to you once I have received the final payment.
